Leader

Involved in a Bible teaching
or activity leading capacity
within a program.

This will need to be re-completed every three
years. In the alternate years, the individual can
complete PresSafe Basics Training as an
annual ‘refresher’.

Junior Leader

Under 18, involved in a
regular Bible teaching
capacity within a program or
activity.

If the individual is under 16, they will need to
complete PresSafe Basics Training with their
Team Leader or Minister.

If they are 16 or 17, they can complete
PresSafe Leader Training with their Team
Leader or Minister.

Annual Basics Training.

Helper
(logistics)

Assisting with logistics for a
program. Has limited direct
involvement with children
(e.g kitchen helper)

Initial PresSafe Basics Training.
Annual Basics Training

Helper (within
program)

Assisting with preparation or

supervision within a program.

(e.g creche helper, assisting
with craft, etc)

Generally PresSafe Basics but the Minister or
Ministry Coordinator may decide that initial
Leader Training is appropriate.

Annual Basics Training.

Junior Helper

Under 18, assisting in any
capacity.

Initial PresSafe Basics Training with a Team
Leader or Minister.
Annual BasicsTraining.

Speaker

Giving Bible talks at a camp
or conference, whether one
day, or across multiple days.

PresSafe Basics Training.
(Current for 12 months.)

Other Once-Off
Assistants

Camp logistics or specialised
activity support (e.g boat
driver)

PresSafe Basics Training.
(Current for 12 months.)

Coordinator

Minister,

Ministry Coordinator

(e.g. Sunday School
Superintendent, Children’s
Minister, Youth Pastor, etc).

Initial PresSafe Leader AND Coordinator
Training, which is to be re-completed every
three years. In the intervening years, the
individual must complete PresSafe Basics
Training annually as a ‘refresher’.

Overseer

Elder

Annual PresSafe Overseer Training.

Committee of
Management

Oversee property safety.
